Committee Meeting Minutes

The Howard Centre 5th October 2004 at 7.30 pm

2. Absent: Vice Chairman John Thackray; Treasurer Elizabeth Saunders; 

3. Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of 7th September were approved and signed by the Chair

4. Treasurers Report: The bank balance as at the date of the meeting was reported to be £1681.94

5. Membership: The Membership Secretary reported that 1614 subscriptions had been collected to date.

6. Delegate to the Joint Residents Association Committee: Roger Hamilton reported upon the potential demise of Re:Act and the planned purchase and development by CBC of Druitt Gardens

7. Delegate to the St Catherine’s Hill Community Centre Committee: Sue Shlackman reported good forward bookings.

8. Delegate to the Herpetological Conservation Trust/Forestry Commission: the General Secretary indicated that Elizabeth Saunders had nothing to report.

9. The Christchurch Gun Club: the General Secretary outlined the provisions under which the gun club leased their facility from the Malmsbury Estate. He indicated that CBC were of the opinion that for any complaint to succeed it would have to be made under the provisions of “noisy neighbour” legislation. This would involve keeping a detailed diary for at least three months. It was resolved that we should not pursue this matter further at this time.

10. Local Traffic Management: the General Secretary had distributed in advance an extract from the Dorset Local Transport Plan 2001-2006 that he had obtained. He outlined conversations held with DCC who had indicated they would welcome our input to the 2007-2011 plan. It was resolved that the General Secretary would put some ideas on paper to facilitate further discussion.

11.  Planning Applications: The General Secretary reported that in conjunction with Councillor Fox he had lodged an appeal against the proposed over development at 6 Crossway. 

12. September General Meeting: the General Secretary reported that he had taken up with News Quest their failure to distribute our newsletter.  The talk by PC Tony Stephens was judged a success and turnout reasonable. 

13. Replacement for Arnold Scott: the Chairman welcomed Janet Robson to the committee.

14. Meeting between Joint Residents and CBC: the notes of the meeting prepared by the General Secretary were briefly discussed. No particular action was thought necessary.

15. Barrack Road speed limit: It was resolved that the General Secretary should write to CBC welcoming the planned reduction to 30 mph.

16. CCTV in West Christchurch: the proposals made by PC Tony Stephens, supported by Councillor Bungey, at the General Meeting were discussed. It was resolved that the General Secretary should write to CBC requesting CCTV cameras at the junctions: Hurn Road and Marlow Drive; Hurn Road and The Grove; Barrack Road and The Grove.

17. New Hurn Road cycle track and wheelchairs: the General Secretary related his conversations with Mike Robson, who is confined to a wheelchair, and Councillor Fox about the unsuitable construction of the Hurn Road pathway for wheelchair users, women pushing prams and small children on tricycles. It was resolved that the General Secretary should pursue action from DCC.

18. Poster Boards: the letter received from Colin West was discussed. It was resolved that Roger Hamilton would manage the replacement of boards that were no longer up to standard.

19. Stour Flood Relief: Norman Roper reported that 29th October 2004 was the new deadline for completion. It was resolved that the General Secretary would renew our appeal for an improvement to the car park in Stour Way once machinery had been removed.
