Committee Meeting Minutes

The Howard Centre 2nd January 2007 at 7.30 pm

1. Present: Roger Hamilton Chairman; Treasurer Sue Shlackman; John Thackray; Janet Robson; Maureen Biggin; Jim Biggin
2. Apologies for Absence: Terry Darch; Norman Roper
3. Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of 5th December committee meeting were approved. 
4. Treasurer’s Report: draft accounts for 2006 were presented and showed a fall in subscription income from £1915 in 2005 to £1822. Also, the cost of hire of halls had fallen from £136 in 2005 to £54. It was resolved that (i) money collected by collectors in 2006 but not yet banked must be obtained and processed as quickly as possible and treated as 2006 income (ii) money not yet collected by collectors should be regarded as lost income and not pursued (iii) although no demand had been received for the hire of the Howard Centre the Treasurer should send them a cheque and this should count as 2006 expenditure (iv) the General Secretary should approach a contact to see if she would audit the books.
5. Membership: In the absence of Terry Darch it was resolved that the General Secretary should write to him and request a written explanation to be filed with the annual accounts as to (i) how we had reached the New Year with collectors sitting on money they had collected that had not been banked (ii) what benefit had accrued to members as a result of the additional expenditure he had requested and been granted as recorded in minute 9 of the meeting of 2nd May 2006

6. Collectors Wine and Cheese Party: It was noted that the invitation to the collectors issued by the Membership Secretary did not contain the venue and did not request a response as to attendance. In the absence of Terry Darch it was resolved that the General Secretary should write to him and ask him to telephone every collector to (i) tell them the venue (ii) ask if they were coming and pass the results over to Sue Shlackman for catering purposes (iii) to enquire if they would continue to collect in 2007
7. Delegate to the Joint Residents Association Committee: Jim Biggin reported that fighting the proposed MBT plant remained the main area of activity. The lack of funding for road improvement had been highlighted.
8. Delegate to the Herpetological Conservation Trust: Janet Robson reported that some planned work was taking place on the Common.
9. Delegate to the St Catherine’s Hill Community Centre Committee: no major developments to report
10. Delegate to the CBC Accessibility Committee. nothing to report
11. Planning Issues: an objection to the plans to redevelop the Kings Arms had been submitted via the JCCRA; our objection to 19 Bosley Close had been successful as had our objection to 44 Maundeville Road; we have objected to the plan to build a small cul-de-sac behind 30-32 River Way; the double yellow lines at the junction of The Grove and Apple Grove have been approved. Janet Robson asked the General Secretary to investigate whether planning permission had been obtained for work currently in hand on a bungalow in Sandy Lane
12. Resignation of Chairman: John Thackray kindly agreed to take over as Chairman for a maximum of one year to allow time to find a suitable replacement

13. Annual General Meeting 22nd February: it was resolved that the General Secretary should approach CBC to see if a speaker was available to talk about planning and property development in the area
