3. Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of 3rd July were approved. 
4. Fallen Trees on Town Common: The Secretary confirmed that he had been in touch with The Estate and had received a letter acknowledging that the tree needed to be disposed of. The letter is filed with these minutes.
5. Treasurer’s Report: new income stood at £1490 excluding interest and expenses at £498
6. Membership Secretary: subscriptions are coming in steadily but collectors are reporting some problems contacting people caused by the extremes of weather
7. Delegate to the Joint Residents Association Committee: the meeting with CBC has been fixed for September

8. Delegate to the Herpetological Conservation Trust: nothing to report
9. Delegate to the St Catherine’s Hill Community Centre Committee: the AGM was poorly attended. The new community police officer seems to be very good
10. Delegate to the CBC Accessibility Committee: nothing to report
11. Friends of St Catherine’s Hill: a preliminary meeting is scheduled for 8th August. Jim Biggin will represent us.

12. Planning Issues: 30-32 River Way have appealed to Bristol; 15 Cross Way has been approved by Bristol, over-riding CBC; we have objected to a proposal to demolish 7, 9 and 11 Cross Way to build a housing estate; we are supporting 56 Huntingdon Gardens who have purchased the scrub land next to their property and have cleaned it up
13. Derelict Property: the Secretary outlined the problems faced by CBC in dealing with 18 Durleston Crescent where legal title to the property is unclear. Whilst they have powers under Health and Safety legislation they have nobody to exercise them against.

14. Dead Oak in The Grove: the Secretary undertook to notify CBC
