Committee Meeting Minutes

Stanpit Village Hall 11 May 2004 at 7.30 pm

1. Present: Chair, John White (standing in for Patricia Whiffen), Paul Ranking (Christchurch Citizens), Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff), Denis Osgood (Highcliffe), Jack Bonney (Highcliffe), Debbie Stephens (Stanpit), Roger Hamilton (West Christchurch), Stephanie King (FROGS), Ellen Annetts (FROGS), Jim Biggin (Secretary)

2. Apologies: Patricia Whiffen, Rosie Hall

3. Minutes: minutes of the general meeting of 9 March 2004 and those of the committee meeting of the same date were both approved and signed by the Chairman 

4. FROGS: The Chair extended a welcome to the delegates from FROGS

5. Christchurch Quay: The secretary reported that a copy of the now approved management plan could be seen on www.christchurch.gov.uk under leisure.

6. Wick Ferry: The secretary reported that the appeal would be held at 10.00am on Tuesday 19th October 2004 at the Civic Offices

7. Traffic Regulations Monday Market: The secretary reported that, subject to one or two facilities yet to be put in place, the High Street would in future be closed to buses on market days.

8. BT Proposals to close Pay Phone Boxes: It was resolved that the secretary should write to BT and request that the boxes at Avon Beach, Mudeford Quay, Lymington Road, and the recreation ground, Coastguard Way, be retained.

9. CBC Community Safety Officer and RE-ACT: It was resolved that the secretary should agree to the request for Raeph Cumming to address a future meeting but that he should point out that addressing individual Residents Association meetings would be more productive.

10. CBC Car Parking and Signage: It was resolved that Patricia Whiffen should continue to represent us on this project

11. Traffic Regulations – Barrack Road: The proposed no right turns had received universal approval

12. Delegates Reports: Only the Bournemouth International Airport delegate had a report. The new MD Keith Kerr had impressed her and she reported on planned new services and flight destinations. She was attempting to organise a visit for JCCRA members.

13. Christchurch Citizens Report: The situation surrounding Druit Gardens and its possible purchase by CBC from DCC was described.  It was resolved that the secretary should write to Mr M Butler, Director of Environmental Services, Dorchester to express our disapproval at what was seen as a misuse of council tax payers money.

14. Friars Cliff Report: Nothing to report

15. Highcliffe Report: The situation concerning the closure of the Youth Club by DCC was reported and the presentation of a petition to CBC.

16. Stanpit Report: Speed restriction bumps have been installed in Mudeford Lane against the wishes of local residents. The development of Stanpit Depot has been further delayed. A dredging application relating to Christchurch harbour would result in spoils from both the Christchurch and Bournemouth sides of the harbour being dumped on Stanpit Marsh.

17. West Christchurch Report: New youth facilities have been secured at Knapp Mill. A change to existing bus routes has been requested to better serve the new post office at St Catherine’s Hill. The fight to stop the proposed felling of 15,000 trees on St Catherine’s Hill continues.

18. Robin Harley, CBC Countryside Warden: the delegate from Stanpit reported that she had been approached by Robin Harley who lodged a complaint with her that West Christchurch Residents Association had treated him unfairly when they were trying to establish the existence, or otherwise, of a CBC management plan for St Catherine’s Hill. It was not clear why the approach had been made to her or why no approach had been made to the Chair, the Secretary, or other delegates. The Chair suggested that in future if such an approach was made to a delegate then that delegate should refer the caller to the appropriate Residents Association or to the Chair of the JCCRA

19. The Christchurch Rowing Club: It was resolved that the secretary would write to Mike Chester, Secretary of Christchurch Rowing Club, offering them any reasonable assistance in their negotiations over their much increased access fees.

20. CBC Distribution Lists: It was resolved that the secretary would write to Mary Parsa of CBC asking her to update CBC distribution lists with names taken from the JCCRA directory of representatives.
