Present: Acting Chairman Patricia Whiffen (Friars Cliff), Debbie Stephens (Stanpit), John White (Christchurch Citizens) and Jim Biggin (Secretary). 

Apologies: Peter Martin (Highcliffe), Roger Hamilton (West Christchurch)
Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting of 13th September 2005 were approved and signed by the acting Chairman. The note of the aborted meeting of 8th November was accepted for the record.
146. Matters Arising: there were none

147. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £78. The Treasurer saw no reason to increase current subscriptions of £20, which fall due in March 

148. Future Meetings: It was resolved that future meetings would be held quarterly on the second Monday of March, June, September and December subject to the availability of the meeting hall. The Treasurer would check with the hall manager. It will be open to any member organisation to contact the Secretary and call an interim emergency meeting if required.

149. Future Agenda: It was resolved that the future agenda would comprise: Minutes and Matters Arising; Treasurers Report; Delegates Reports; Members Reports; Other Ongoing Issues; Any Other Business.

150. Delegate’s Reports: Town Centre Forum Steering Committee: The proposed post of Town Centre Manager has been shelved. There is concern over the proposed new car parking charges. Improvements to existing toilet facilities and the provision of more toilets are sought.
151. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: nothing to report. 

152. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: nothing to report

153. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the meeting expressed concern over the proposed waste plant at Hurn and the impact upon the local road system.
154. Christchurch Citizens: the proposed redevelopment of The New Inn on Fairmile Road as a block of flats has been objected to as has the proposed introduction of a drug rehabilitation centre into Stour Road, close to local schools

155. Friars Cliff Report: the residents association is having problems finding active committee members and may be forced into hibernation. Patrica Whiffen announced her own resignation both from the association and as delegate to this committee. Other members expressed their regret at this development.
156. Highcliffe Report: no report
157. Stanpit: traffic calming measures are causing bumpy relationships between residents and CBC
158. West Christchurch: the Forestry Commission have acted over the trees on St Catherine’s Hill. The felling licence applied for has been scaled back to cover only the river basin. The remainder of the hill will be dealt with through separate negotiations.
159. Hengistbury Head Erosion: The secretary reported that a paper prepared by CBC would be discussed at the next Council Community Services Committee Meeting.
160. Refurbishment of Council Offices: in response to a question by a member as to how CBC could justify spending £300,000 on refurbishment it was reported by other members both that central government were providing most of the funding and that the planned ground floor centralisation of activities that interact with members of the public will bring benefit to residents.  
161. Next Meeting: Monday 13th March at 7.30pm at Stanpit Hall. Note this will include an Annual General Meeting
