Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting of 10th January 2006 were approved and signed by the acting Chairman. 
Matters Arising: there were none

162. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £78. 
163. Delegate’s Reports: Town Centre Forum Steering Committee: nothing to report

164. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: it was reported that CBC have at times acted on representation made by CCP without first consulting local citizens. Member Associations were warned to be on their guard. 

165. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: nothing to report

166. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: a new strategic plan is being developed. There still appears to be no link between the airport planners and the road planners.
167. Christchurch Citizens: the redevelopment of the Kings Arms Hotel continues to give cause for concern. The Association continues to lobby for a Christchurch Relief Road. The developers have appealed against CBC objection to plans affecting the old Pontins sight and associated quay. It was resolved that we would write to the inspector 
168. Friars Cliff Report: Andy Glaser was welcomed as the new delegate. She reported that vandalised toilets are a problem within her area. 
169. Highcliffe Report: Flats built for the elderly, that had been objected to as unwanted and not needed, are not selling. A new initiative has been launched to provide facilities for young people.
170. SAMRA: Mudeford Community Centre has been designated a “drop in centre” by CBC after representations made by the Community Partnership. This development is not supported by local residents.
171. West Christchurch: a rash of planning applications for mobile phone masts has infected the area. Following representation three have been turned down by CBC, of which one has gone to appeal. 
172. Hengistbury Head Erosion: The secretary reported that our efforts had been successful in that the Chief Executive of CBC had been instructed by members to establish links with Bournemouth BC. The actual rate of erosion would be measured in future and made public. The Environment Agency is compiling a report on the flood risks to Christchurch.
