Committee Meeting Minutes

Stanpit Village Hall 13th June 2006 at 7.30 pm

Present: Chairman Debbie Stephens (SAMRA); John White (Christchurch Citizens), Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff), Peter Martin (Highcliffe), Mike Collard (SAMRA).
Apologies: Jim Biggin (West Christchurch); Roger Hamilton (West Christchurch)
Minutes: The Minutes of the committee meeting of 14th March 2006 were approved and signed by the Chairman. 
Matters Arising: there were none not covered in individual reports
174. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £158.83. The subscription from Friars Cliff is outstanding. The Chairman agreed to approach FROGS to see if their decision to resign is irrevocable. 
175. Delegate’s Reports: Town Centre Forum Steering Committee: nothing to report

176. Delegates’ Reports: Christchurch Community Partnership: the next meeting is 2nd August and Andy Glaser will deputise for Debbie Stephens. The consultant’s report on parking, access and signage has been published. It was resolved that the secretary would send the management summary to all committee members. The Christchurch Relief Road has been dropped by the travel and access action group as no further progress is possible.
177. Delegate’s Reports: Community Safety Action Group: Debbie Stephens reported that crime figures are stable overall with some reductions but continued concerns over substance abuse and its consequences. The Fire Officer has funding to deliver presentations on home safety.
178. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the underlying weakness remains in that a strategic plan to be presented in July makes all the usual growth projections but with no provision for developing the infrastructure.
179. Christchurch Citizens: the redevelopment of the Kings Arms Hotel continues to give cause for concern. It was resolved that the secretary would write to CBC when the planning application is submitted. There has been no progress on Druitt Gardens. There is a site visit to the old Pontins site and associated quay scheduled for 17th June. 
180. Friars Cliff Report: the recent bomb scare was well handled by all concerned. The way in which the planning system handles an application concerning 25 Avon Run Road is being monitored.
181. Highcliffe Report: the Cliff Top car park is to be divided with concrete blocks to prevent joyriding. The new café will open in October. 
182. SAMRA: litter on Mudeford Quay has again become a problem and CBC has been alerted. Kite-boarding on Mudeford Green could become a serious issue. Objections have been raised to the proposal to destroy an old tree on the harbour shoreline to make way for the extension to Flagstaff House. The Fire Officer has been asked to address the January SAMRA public meeting
183. West Christchurch: no report. 
184. Hengistbury Head Erosion: nothing to report.
185. Meeting with CBC Management Board: topics for discussion were agreed as: State of Christchurch statistical report; CBC performance from CPA; Council Tax; Creating Sustainable Communities appraisal; Town Centre Development Plan to include Druitt Gardens, Conservation Area appraisal, Christchurch in Context; Hengistbury Head erosion; Regional Spatial Study and matters arising. It was resolved that the secretary will now contact CBC to arrange the meeting.
186. Hurn Waste Disposal Plant: the secretary has been asked to chair an action group to oppose this development. It was resolved that the secretary would prepare a briefing paper for committee members.

187. Regional Spatial Study: it was noted that yet another consultation paper had been issued to be supported by a road show. Details are available from www.southwest-ra.gov.uk
