326. Minutes: the minutes of the meeting of 10th March were accepted
327. AGM Minutes: the minutes of the AGM of 10th March were accepted
328. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £186.03

329. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: at the last meeting we had asked the airport representatives if they could persuade the police to adopt a better traffic management plan when closing the spur road following an accident. The airport management reported that the police were not amenable to the request. It was resolved that we would contact the new Councillor responsible for police liaison
330. Christchurch Citizens: no report; the concerns over the Castle Street Bowling Green were noted by other members
331. Friars Cliff Report: the astonishing action of CBC regarding the public consultation over the Gundimore Access Improvement Project was noted (see SAMRA below)
332. Highcliffe Report: no report
333. SAMRA: the Gundimore Access Improvement Project had also infuriated residents of Stanpit and Mudeford. It was resolved that we would write to CBC expressing our dissatisfaction
334. West Christchurch: the ITT to be sent to facilitators to manage the production of a management plan for St Catherine’s Hill is in first draft; a redevelopment of 28 Hurn Way has caused much dissatisfaction with CBC Planning Dept leading to a formal complaint; a request to investigate accidents at the Hurn Road, Fairmile roundabout has been rejected by CBC on the grounds that nobody has been killed there yet.
335. Hurn Waste Disposal Plant: a DCC minute has revealed that financing the proposed plant could cost £81 million by way of PFI and between £186 million and £372 million additional funding from undefined DCC resources. West Christchurch RA have referred this to the Audit Commission
336. Druitt Gardens and Hall Redevelopment: there has been slow progress; fund raising for the new hall is ongoing
337. Hengistbury Head: a coastline management report is expected Autumn 2009 

338. Annual Meeting CBC – Delegates: it was resolved that we would be represented by Andy Glaser, John Pendrill, Jim Biggin

339. Annual Meeting CBC – Topics: it was resolved that we would raise: Christchurch Report; CPA; Council Tax 2010-11; the Gundimore Access Improvement Project; the function of the Roads Department; Hengistbury Head Erosion; Task and Finish Group – CCP

340. New Combined Website: this is now ready for individual RA to have a look and see if they wish to participate. It was resolved that the Secretary will make suitable arrangements

341. Sustainable Communities Act 2007: the distribution of information about this to RA appears to be patchy. It was resolved that Andy Glaser will contact Simon Trueick to establish the facts
