Committee Meeting Minutes

Stanpit Village Hall 8th December 2009 at 7.30 pm

Present: Chairman Jim Biggin (West Christchurch); John White (Christchurch Citizens); Robin Ede (Highcliffe); Debbie Stephens (SAMRA); Mike Collard (SAMRA); John Pendrill (West Christchurch);
Apologies: Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff); Ken Clay (Friars Cliff); 
360. Temporary Chairman: in the absence of both representatives of Friars Cliff, Jim Biggin took over the role of Chairman
361. Minutes: the minutes of the meeting of 8th September were accepted
362. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £186.03 and an outstanding bill of £28.80 for the hire of Stanpit Hall. It was resolved that the Treasurer should both pay the bill and book the hall for 2010.
363. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the next meeting is on December 10th 
364. Christchurch Citizens: Convent Walk is still partly closed; The Kings Arms is reverting into being a pub rather than a good class hotel, the bistro may not operate and some of the houses are running as B&B establishments; the residents of Riverlea Road are upset with CBC over what they see as unfair action taken to restrict parking
365. Friars Cliff Report: no report
366. Highcliffe Report: whilst as ever there are minor concerns there are currently no major problems
367. SAMRA: the possible closure of the Mudeford Community Centre is causing local concern; there are issues related to dog walking on Stanpit Marsh
368. West Christchurch: the facilitator to manage the production of a management plan for St Catherine’s Hill has been appointed; the formal complaints about the Hurn Way development are still ongoing
369. Hurn Waste Disposal Plant: Jim Biggin along with John Cullen of West Parley met with Councillor Spenser Flower, the person now in charge of finance on the DCC Cabinet and they explored the business case for the proposed plant; DCC subsequently announced that they were scrapping their plans to build their own plant; Jim Biggin estimated the DCC spend on consultants, lawyers, and all other facets of the project as £1.6 million since 2006 (and £3 million since 2003)
370. Druitt Gardens and Hall Redevelopment: fund raising remains a major issue with only 10% of the required funds raised to date
371. Hengistbury Head: the official report recommends not allowing the Head to deteriorate any further; it was noted that this will require money to be spent.

372. Gundimore Access: work continues on the Gundimore project with the sea proving to be as unhelpful as was predicted
373. Christchurch Hospital: the considerable local unrest over the proposed changes to facilities at Christchurch Hospital was noted. It was conjectured that a need to find land on which to build affordable housing might play some part in these deliberations
374. Annual Meeting CBC: the meeting had been overshadowed by the announcement of the proposed restructuring of council services in cooperation with both East and North Dorset
375. Reorganisation of CBC Services 2010-11: the proposed changes were discussed along with the possible need for the Joint Committee of Christchurch Residents Associations to expand its membership to include areas such as Ferndown. It was resolved that representatives will discuss this matter with their own committees and that we will all watch the situation develop 
376. Public Liability Insurance: JCCRA organising group cover for several RA had not met with much success; Robin Ede indicated that he was aware of a scheme originating in New Milton and would attempt to obtain details for distribution
377. Sea Water Quality: Robin Ede drew attention to the unscientific methods used to measure the quality of local seawater; the Secretary undertook to ask CBC about this.

378. The meeting closed at 8.50 pm. The next ordinary meeting and AGM are scheduled for Tuesday 9th March at 7.30pm in Stanpit Village Hall (upper committee room).
