379 Temporary Chairman: in the repeated absence of both representatives of Friars Cliff, Jim Biggin again took over the role of Chairman
380 Minutes: the minutes of the meeting of 8th December were accepted
381 Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £157.23 and no outstanding bills. 

382 Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the notes of the December 10th meeting had been circulated. Everything appears to be running smoothly and the new development is on schedule.
383 Delegates Reports: Druitt Gardens: noted that work has started
384 Christchurch Citizens: a new Chairman takes over soon; the CBC road show will be presented at their next meeting; they are lobbying for a redesigned bus stop outside Waitrose on Fountain Way
385 Friars Cliff Report: no report
386 Highcliffe Report: no report
387 SAMRA: the possible closure of the Mudeford Community Centre is continuing to cause local concern; 
388 West Christchurch: the management plan for St Catherine’s Hill has progressed – a hydrology proposal is currently being considered;  the formal complaints about the Hurn Way development are still ongoing
389 Hengistbury Head: no change since last meeting
390 Gundimore Access: the winter seas have caused considerable problems to which CBC have responded with short term measures that appear to prejudice the original objectives of the development
391 Christchurch Hospital: the considerable local unrest over the proposed changes to facilities at Christchurch Hospital has continued. A protest petition has raised over 6,000 names 
392 Reorganisation of CBC Services 2010-11: the withdrawal of North Dorset was noted. 

393 Local Transport Plan: it was generally agreed that this is unintelligible

394 The meeting closed at 8.30 pm. The next ordinary meeting is scheduled for Tuesday 8th June at 7.30pm hopefully in Stanpit Village Hall (upper committee room).
