1. Minutes: the minutes of both the ordinary meeting and the AGM of 9th March were accepted
2. Treasurer’s Report: we have a cash balance of £157.23 and no outstanding bills. 

3. Delegates Reports: Bournemouth International Airport: the opening of the new departure lounge is imminent; the road upgrades are still being discussed but not implemented;  work will now start on the new arrivals facilities
4. Delegates Reports: Druitt Gardens: no report
5. Christchurch Citizens: no report. The developments over rights of way associated with the Kings Arms were of concern to several attendees
6. Friars Cliff Report: nothing significant to report
7. Highcliffe Report: nothing significant to report
8. SAMRA: the possible closure of the Mudeford Community Centre is being resisted. A “Friends” group has been formed. The budget allocations for 2011-12 may well present further challenges; the repair and improvement to Mudeford Quay car park involves taking extra land, but quite how much and from where is not yet clear
9. West Christchurch: the hydrologist has visited properties on St Catherine’s Hill but has not yet reported his findings; DCC Highways have become involved in some local planning applications; the collection of e-mail addresses from members is progressing well; CBC are dragging their feet over the implications (if any) of the Perrin Case and TPO
10. Hengistbury Head: no change since last meeting
11. Gundimore Access: the new facilities have been formally opened amid scenes of chaos
12. Annual Meeting with CBC: our delegates will be John Pendrill (Chairman – West Christchurch); Jim Biggin (Secretary – West Christchurch); Andy Glaser (Friars Cliff); Mike Collard (SAMRA)

13. Annual Meeting with CBC: our topics will be: Christchurch Report; CAA (if still applicable); Budget Consultation and Council Tax 2010-11; Reorganisation with East Dorset; the scrapping of Regional Government; Hengistbury Head erosion; 
14. Local Transport Plan: Mike Collard (SAMRA) had managed to attend the last minute presentation and distributed consultation forms to all attendees

15. Dorset Sustainable Community Strategy: both the strategy itself and the minutes of meetings related to it are unfathomable

16. Change of structure for JCCRA: an interesting discussion revealed a consensus that if as seems likely the merging of CBC and East Dorset services progresses we will need to address the issue of changing our name and trying to involve organisations like West Parley RA and Ferndown RA in our discussions
